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Buchanan has worked with exhibitions ranging from 18th-century quilts to contemporary European design. Before coming to Milwaukee, she worked as assistant curator of decorative arts at The RISD Museum in Providence, Rhode Island. She earned a Bachelor's Degree in American Studies from Yale University and a Master's Degree in American Material Culture from the Winterthur Program at the University of Delaware.
Wilson uses the language of furniture and domestic objects to investigate ideas around identity and culture. She creates furniture-based installations and other work using various media that often crosses the boundaries between art, design and craft. She received a Masters of Fine Art from the Rhode Island School of Design’s Furniture Design program in 2005. She writes and lectures about art, design and craft to national and international audiences, and is also an independent curator. She curated the exhibition The New Materiality: Digital Dialogues at the Boundaries of Contemporary Craft, which originated at the Fuller Craft Museum in Massachusetts and started its national tour at the Milwaukee Art Museum this past spring. She has been a recipient of a National Endowment for the Arts grant, and her work is included in a collection of The Copper Hewitt National Museum of Design in New York.
