The Arts & Crafts Revival is Alive & Well 
at the Upcoming Fine Furnishings Shows

The first generation of Arts & Crafts artisans employed a diverse expression of styles that drew inspiration from England, Japan and the regional traditional crafts of America. The highly influential movement, which prevailed from 1890 to 1929, embraced architecture, furniture, glass, ceramics, metalwork, and textiles. The use of natural materials in that industrial age was a keystone of the movement. All of these influences can be clearly seen in the work produced by many of the artisan exhibitors at this year’s Fine Furnishings & Fine Craft Shows in Milwaukee, Wisconsin and Providence, Rhode Island. 

Among those coming to the Milwaukee Show, taking place at the Midwest Airlines Center on September 29 & 30 are Charles Lotton of Crete, Illinois who will be introducing a new line of blown art glass pendant lighting; Kelly Marshall of Minneapolis, Minnesota with her hand woven rugs, throws, and table runners; and Gary Knapp of Stevensville, Montana with his Cats Eye Craftsman clocks. Andrew Macdonald, whose furniture has been featured in Arts & Crafts Homes magazine, will be among numerous furniture makers influenced by the period. A few of them include David Young of Solon, Iowa; Tim Pursell of Homewood, Illinois; Mark Whitley of Smiths Grove, Kentucky; and Thomas Gallenburg of White Lake, Wisconsin. In addition, the Taliesin Preservation Bookstore will feature everything Frank Lloyd Wright in their display. 
The Providence Show, taking place one month later on October 26, 27 & 28 at the Rhode Island Convention Center, will present an equally strong showing of Arts & Crafts furniture, accessories and fine craft. Students from the Connecticut Valley School of Woodworking will exhibit projects that fall under this genre. Alan Lazarus & Jerry Williamson of Paterson, New Jersey will debut a dining room series at the show that creates a harmony of Mission, Modern and Tradition. Massachusetts based furniture makers Michael Pietragalla of New Bedford, Joel Liebman of Hadley, and Michael Hauck of Sutton will exhibit an array of Arts & Crafts inspired work. Furniture by Steward Crick of Washington D.C. has been featured in several national magazines and on Good Morning America. Clocks made by Jack McGuire of Isle La Motte, Vermont utilize traditional joinery in solid hardwoods. Arts & Crafts design accessories include such items as ceramic art tiles by Syracuse, New York based artisan Gary L. Quirk; handmade frames by Peter Miller of Woodbury, Connecticut; leaded glass installations by Kraatz & Russell of Canaan, New Hampshire; and lamps by Raul Casas of Darien, Connecticut. Much of the jewelry made by Karen Krieger of Springfield, Vermont was designed to be shown in conjunction with an Arts & Crafts exhibition at the the deYoung Museum in San Francisco. 
Further testament to the strength of the current Arts and Crafts revival at both Fine Furnishings & Fine Craft Shows is the fact that Arts & Crafts Homes and the Revival as well as Style 1900 magazines are supportive media partners with both shows.
